Flex English 10- “Story Telling” Assignment

Your Task:  Take a story and tell it from another character’s perspective so that the reader gets a different interpretation of the story.

1. Choose a story that most people would be familiar with. (Ex. The 3 little Pigs.)
2. Think about ways in which one could “defend” what he does in the story.  (Ex. The wolf comes to the pig’s house because he wants to borrow a cup of sugar.  He “blows“ the house down because he has a cold.  Etc…)
3. Write the story from the bad guy’s point of view so that the reader will not only feel sympathy for the character, but also see the bad guy’s actions as noble and defendable.

Do the following:

*Avoid giving away the “real” story in your title, but hint at it!  After reading the story, the reader should look back at the title and say “I get it now!”
*Create effective imagery through similes, metaphors, adjectives, adverbs, and interesting word choice.

*Use a variety of sentence types to create “flow” in your writing.

*Develop your story by giving examples.  (ex. Explain how the Joker is bombing planes and trains so that the virus is not  being spread around the country.)

*Build up to revealing the “real” story.  Don’t give it away too quickly.
Rubric For “Bad Guy” Story PART 1-The Storyline
	Level 1

This would receive a score of 0-4/6
	Explains why the “bad guy” acts the way he/she does.

Ex.  The Joker is “messed up” and does bad stuff to others.

	Level 2

This would receive a score of 4-5/6
	Makes us sympathetic toward the “bad guy.”

Ex. The Joker had his face and body disfigured because he had acid splashed on his face by his abusive father in law.

	Level 3

This would receive a score of 5-6/6
	Justifies what the “bad guy” does.  After reading your explanation, the reader sees the “bad guy’s” actions as noble, or at least defendable.

Ex.  The Joker is actually trying to save the world.  Several leaders of Gotham, especially the mayor and Batman, have developed and spread a virus that causes people to become easily brainwashed. The Joker needs to destroy all of Gotham to stop this virus from spreading.  He struggles with the fact that he may need to kill thousands of people (which he deals with by creating an “alter ego”), but knows that if he doesn’t, MILLIONS will be impacted.
