Development in writing.
When writing, it is important to DEVELOP your ideas.  That is, say enough so that the reader truly understands your purpose (give examples, facts, details, definitions, instructions…) AND is entertained at the same time (imagery).
A paragraph is adequately developed when it describes, explains and supports the topic sentence. If the "promise" of the topic sentence is not fulfilled, or if the reader is left with questions after reading the paragraph, the paragraph has not been adequately developed. Generally speaking, a paragraph which consists of only two or three sentences is under-developed.
Potential ways to develop your ideas:

-give specific examples

-add descriptions

-add quotes

-add definitions
-provide instructions
An example of an underdeveloped paragraph:

When I tell young softball players I played the game bare-handed, they regard me warily. I will tell today's softball players that the game they play is more sissy than the one I knew.

The same paragraph developed:

When I tell young softball players I played the game bare-handed, they regard me warily. Am I one of those geezers who's forever jawing about the fact that, in his day, you had to walk through six miles of snowdrifts just to get to school? Will I tediously lament the passing of the standing broad jump, and the glorious old days when the only football in the Maritimes was English rugger, when hockey was an outdoor art rather than indoor mayhem, and at decent yacht clubs men were gentlemen and women were persona non grata? No, but I will tell today's softball players that -- with their fancy uniforms, batters' helmets, dugouts, manicured diamonds, guys to announce who's at bat over public address systems and, above all, gloves for every fielder -- the game they play is more sissy than the one I knew.

You must add at least 4 examples, descriptions, quotes, definitions, or instructions.  

The information that you add MUST be highlighted so that the additions can be easily seen by the editor.
